Article 2-2, Article 10-2, Article 14-2 and Article 16-2 shall be applicable
while Supplier falls under subcontractors subject to the Act against Delay in Payment of Subcontract

Proceeds, Etc. to Subcontractors (hereinafter referred to as the “Subcontract Act”).
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Article 1 (Basic Agreement)
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1. Supplier undertakes to sell to Vantive, and Vantive shall purchase, the Products in accordance
with the specifications (including procedures, instructions, etc.; hereinafter referred to as
“Specifications”) to be separately submitted by Vantive to Supplier, these Terms and
Conditions, and the Individual Agreements set forth in Article 2. In addition, Vantive shall
consign the performance of the Consigned Services to Supplier for Vantive pursuant to the
specifications (including procedures and instructions, etc.; hereinafter referred to as
“Specifications”) to be separately submitted by Vantive to Supplier, these Terms and

Conditions, and the Individual Agreements set forth in Article 2.
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Supplier shall promptly notify Vantive of the name and title of Supplier’s Personnel in Charge
who will contact Vantive for the Transaction after the conclusion of the Individual Agreement
as set forth in Article 3. The same shall apply when changing the Supplier’s Personnel in
Charge.
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Article 2 (Establishment of Individual Agreement)
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A sales or service agreement (hereinafter referred to as “Individual Agreement”) between
Vantive and Supplier relating to the Products shall be established in accordance with these
Terms and Conditions, if Vantive issues to Supplier its prescribed order form with specific
items such as the name of the Products to be ordered, quantity, price, place of delivery, time
of delivery, Consigned Services and the Work. and Supplier gives Vantive written notice of
accepting such order or if not giving a written notice to reject acceptance within five business
days starting from the day following the receipt date of the order, upon expiration of such
period.
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No Individual Agreement shall be established if, after Vantive issues the order form set forth
in the preceding paragraph to Supplier, Supplier notifies Vantive of any other terms and
conditions (hereinafter referred to as “Supplier’s Terms and Conditions”) that differ from or
are in addition to these Terms and Conditions. Provided, however, that this shall not apply in
cases where Vantive expressly gives Supplier written notice of acceptance of the Supplier’s

Terms and Conditions.
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3. In the event of any conflict between the provisions of these Terms and Conditions and

Individual Agreement, the provisions of Individual Agreement shall prevail.
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Article 2-2 (Exception to Article 3 (Establishment of Sales Agreement or Services Agreement))
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With regard to transactions under these Terms and Conditions while Supplier falls under
subcontractors subject to the Subcontract Act, the content described in the order form issued by

Vantive shall be in accordance with the provisions of Article 3 of the Subcontract Act.
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Article 3 (Price)
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Unless otherwise specified, the prices stated on the front of Individual Agreement include all charges
for packing, hauling, storage, transportation to point of delivery, and taxes. Sales taxes not subject to

exemption shall be stated separately in Supplier’s invoice.
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Article 4 (Reimbursement of Expenses)
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Any reimbursement of Supplier’s expenses on delivery of Products or provision of

Consigned Services must be agreed upon in advance in writing by Vantive.
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Article 5 (Changes of Individual Agreement / Ordered Items)
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Vantive may at any time make changes in the scope or quantity of the Products or Consigned Services

covered by Individual Agreement, in which event an equitable adjustment will be made to any price,

time of performance, and other provisions of Individual Agreement if appropriate. Claims for such an

adjustment must be made within fifteen (15) days from the date of receipt by Supplier of notice of the

change. Substitutions or changes in quantities or specifications by Supplier shall not be made without

Vantive’s prior written approval.
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Article 6 (Compliance with Laws and Regulations)
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Vantive and Supplier shall comply with the Subcontract Act, the Act on the Protection of
Personal Information (hereinafter referred to as the “Personal Information Protection Act”),
the Act on Prevention of Unjust Acts by Organized Crime Group Members, and other relevant
laws and regulations in the performance of these Terms and Conditions and the Individual
Agreements.
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Supplier and its Officers and Employees must comply with Vantive’s Code of Conduct in
performing these Terms and Conditions and the Individual Agreements. Supplier
acknowledges hereby that it has received, read, understood and agreed to Vantive’s Code of
Conduct.
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In performing these Terms and Conditions and the Individual Agreements, Supplier and its
Officers and Employees shall comply with the Rules for the Elimination of Anti-Social

Forces.
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Article 7 (Audit)
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If Vantive deems it necessary to confirm Supplier’s compliance with these Terms and Conditions and

the Individual Agreements, Vantive may notify Supplier in advance and (i) inspect all facilities,

resources and procedures employed by Supplier and (ii) examine all books and records relating to the

Transactions during Supplier’s business hours.
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Article 8 (Supplier’s Position and Prohibition of Subcontracting to Third Parties)
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The relationship of the parties is that of independent contractors. The parties will not be
deemed partners or joint ventures, nor will one party be deemed an agent or employee of the
other party. These Terms and Conditions do not give Supplier the right to act on the behalf of
or represent Vantive. Supplier shall itself be liable for all actions taken internally and
externally in the performance of these Terms and Conditions or the Individual Agreements,
and Vantive shall have no liability for the actions of Supplier or Supplier’s Personnel in
Charge.
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Supplier shall not present nor publish, nor submit for publication, any work specifically
resulting in relation to Products or Consigned Services supplied solely for Vantive or that
identifies or may identify Vantive without Vantive’s prior written approval. Supplier shall
not use Vantive’s name in any advertising, articles, press release, social media, promotional
materials or website advertising, or disclose to any third party the terms of these Terms and
Conditions or Individual Agreement or the fact that Supplier is supplying Products or
Consigned Services to Vantive, without Vantive’s prior written consent (which is in its sole

discretion to grant or withhold).
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Supplier shall not, except with the prior written consent of Vantive, subcontract to third party
all or any part of the manufacture or marketing to Vantive of the Products, or the Consigned
Services. Provided, however, that this shall not apply to subcontractors, carriers, etc. who

have been notified to Vantive in writing prior to the execution of an Individual Agreement.
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Article 9 (Time is of the Essence)
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If the Products are not delivered by a certain date and time, despite the conclusion of an
Individual Agreement where Vantive expressly states that the purpose of purchase cannot be
achieved unless the Products are delivered at a certain date and time, Vantive may terminate
the subject Individual Agreement and seek compensation from Supplier for all damages
incurred. In such event, Vantive may terminate all or any part of the other Individual
Agreements not yet performed at that time without any liability to Supplier if it determines
that there will be a substantial impact on future transactions.
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If the Consigned Services are not completed by a certain date and time despite the
conclusion of an Individual Agreement where Vantive expressly states that the purpose of the
Consigned Services cannot be achieved unless the work is completed by a certain date and
time, Vantive may terminate the subject Individual Agreement and seek compensation from

Supplier for all damages incurred. In such event, Vantive may cancel all or any part of the



other Individual Agreements not yet performed at that time without any liability to Supplier

if it determines that there will be a substantial impact on future transactions.
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Article 10 (Acceptance Inspection)
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Supplier shall deliver the Products to Vantive with delivery slips in accordance with these
Terms and Conditions and the Individual Agreements. Vantive shall conduct a visual
inspection of the Products, check the quantities, and, where feasible, check the conformity
with the Specifications at the delivery location stipulated in the Individual Agreement. If
Vantive does not send the notice to Supplier of any nonconforming products or excess or
shortage in quantity within ten days from the day following the Delivery Date (hereinafter
referred to as the “Inspection Period”), Vantive shall be deemed to have received the Products
without objection upon expiration of the Inspection Period.
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Upon completion of the Consigned Services, Supplier shall submit the Work to Vantive in
accordance with these Terms and Conditions and the Individual Agreements and report to
Vantive in writing to the effect that the Consigned Services have been completed (hereinafter
referred to as the “Services Report™) and shall have the deliverables of the Consigned Services
inspected by Vantive. Vantive may inspect the result of the Consigned Services and the Work
no later than ten days after receipt of the Services Report and require Supplier to explain orally
or with materials, as appropriate. If an objection notice is not sent by Vantive to Supplier

within 10 days from the day following the submission date of the Services Report (hereinafter



referred to as the “Inspection Period”), the Consigned Services shall be deemed to have been
completed upon expiration of the Inspection Period.
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Within the Inspection Period, if notice of any nonconformity or shortage of the Products or
any objection notice relating to any deliverables of the Consigned Services and the Work is
sent to Supplier by Vantive within 30 days from the day following the receipt date of the
notice, Supplier shall, at its own expense, replace the nonconforming products with
conforming products, repair the defects, deliver the shortage, take the over-shipment,
resubmit the Work, perform the work again, provide additional services, refund the purchase
money received or reduce the purchase money at the option of Vantive. If Supplier does not
take the required action within the time specified above, Vantive may return the non-
conforming products to Supplier at Supplier’s expense. In addition, Vantive may seek
compensation from Supplier for damages separately incurred.
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The Products shall be deemed to have been delivered by Supplier to Vantive on the date on
which Vantive sends the acceptance inspection pass notice to Supplier or the expiration date
of the Inspection Period without any notice to Supplier from Vantive (hereinafter referred to
as the “Delivery Date””) whichever comes first.
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The Consigned Services shall be deemed completed on the date on which Vantive sends the
acceptance inspection pass notice to Supplier or the date on which the Inspection Period
expires without any notice from Vantive to Supplier (hereinafter referred to as the “Date of

Completion of the Consigned Services”) whichever comes first.
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Article 10-2 (Exception to Article 10 (Acceptance Inspection))
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The provisions of Article 10 shall not apply to transactions under these Terms and
Conditions while Supplier is a subcontractor to whom the Subcontract Act applies, and the
provisions of the following paragraph shall apply instead.
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Supplier shall deliver the Products to Vantive with delivery slips in accordance with these
Terms and Conditions and the Individual Agreements. Vantive shall conduct a visual
inspection of the Products, check the quantities, and, where feasible, check the conformity
with the Specifications at the delivery location stipulated in the Individual Agreement. At the
time of such delivery, Vantive may refuse to receive the Products upon the occurrence of any
one of the following events:
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If delivery of anything that is different from the order or there is a defect or the like
in the delivery;
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If the product is no longer required because it was not delivered by the designated
delivery date (excluding cases where an unreasonable delivery date has been
designated);

If delivery is made before the promised delivery date; or
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If Supplier has manufactured and delivered with expectations not based on the order
form from Vantive.
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In the event of any one of the following events after receipt, Vantive may return the

nonconforming products to Supplier within the period limit stipulated in the following items:
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If a defect that can be immediately found during normal inspection (including the
case where a product different from the one ordered is delivered or a defaced or
damaged good is delivered): Immediately after discovery, and at the latest until the
time of payment of purchase money for such nonconforming products.
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Ifthere is a defect due to Supplier’s fault that cannot be found by ordinary inspection:

Not later than six months from the receipt date of the Products (hereinafter referred

to as the “Delivery Date”) and promptly from the discovery date of the defect.
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If a quality warranty period which is longer than six months is provided by Vantive for the
user who is the general consumer of the Products, the six-month period set forth in Item 2 of
the preceding paragraph shall be no more than one year corresponding to such warranty
period.
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If the Products are refused or returned in accordance with the provisions of Paragraphs 2 or
3, or if Vantive notifies of overpayment promptly after the Delivery Date, Supplier shall, at
its own expense, within 30 days from the day following the receipt date of the notice of return,
replace the nonconforming products with conforming products, deliver the shortfall, take back
the over-shipment, or return the purchase money already received, at the option of Vantive.
If Supplier does not take the required action within the period specified above, Vantive may
return the nonconforming products to Supplier at Supplier’s expense.
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Upon completion of the Consigned Services, Supplier shall submit the Work to Vantive in
accordance with these Terms and Conditions and the Individual Agreements and report to
Vantive in writing to the effect that the Consigned Services have been completed (hereinafter
referred to as the “Services Report”) and shall have the deliverables of the Consigned Services
inspected by Vantive. Vantive may inspect the deliverables of the Consigned Services and
the Work no later than ten days after receipt of the Services Report and require Supplier to
explain orally or with material, as appropriate. If an objection notice is not sent by Vantive to
Supplier within 10 days from the day following the submission date of the Services Report
(hereinafter referred to as the “Inspection Period”), the Consigned Services shall be deemed
to have been completed upon expiration of the Inspection Period.
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If an objection notice is sent by Vantive to Supplier within the Inspection Period, Supplier
shall, at its own expense, within 30 days counting from the day following the receipt date of
the notice, at the option of Vantive, resubmit the Work, repair the defect, perform the work
again, provide additional services, return the purchase money already received, or reduce the
purchase money, etc. If Supplier does not take the required action within the above time,
Vantive may seek compensation from Supplier for any damages separately suffered.
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The Consigned Services shall be deemed completed on the date on which Vantive sends the
acceptance inspection pass notice to Supplier or the date on which the Inspection Period
expires without any notice from Vantive to Supplier (hereinafter referred to as the “Date of

Completion of the Consigned Services”) whichever comes first.
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Article 11 (Timing of Transfer of Title and Risk of Loss)
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1. Title to and risk of loss of the Products will pass from Supplier to Vantive on the Delivery
Date.
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2. Title to and risk of loss of the Work will pass from Supplier to Vantive on the Date of

Completion of the Consigned Services.
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Article 12 (Shipment or Delivery Schedules)
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Shipment or delivery of Products shall be in accordance with the schedule specified in Individual
Agreement order. If Supplier does not, or it appears that Supplier will not, meet such schedule, Vantive
may, in addition to any other rights or remedies provided by law, these Terms and Conditions or
Individual Agreement, require that Supplier ship Products via expedited routing to meet the schedule
or to recover the time lost and Supplier shall pay the difference in shipping costs. Supplier shall
reimburse Vantive for all commercially reasonable, documented and actually incurred costs and
expenses incurred by Vantive as a result of late delivery of goods, including the costs, fees and
penalties payable by Vantive to a customer. At any such time that Supplier exceeds three (3) late
deliveries in a thirty (30) day period, Vantive has the right to request a written action plan from the

Supplier on how late deliveries are being resolved.
